This guide focuses on the skills needed by postgraduate researchers, covering: reviewing; using the internet; research ethics; intellectual property rights; writing research proposals; project management; writing a thesis and reports; creating presentations, press releases and popular articles; and teaching. A chapter on careers is also included. The chapter on reviewing is written by Annette Boaz of the ESRC UK Centre for Evidence Based Policy and Practice, with a brief summary of the reviewing experience of one student. It is currently (February 2006) included as a sample chapter on the publisher's website.
