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	Abstract: 

Making Research Count is a UK, membership-based initiative involving a regional nework of university departments whose aim is to make research count for more in practice. Its focus is social care and, increasingly, the interface between social care, education and health. This paper briefly describes the principles behind the network, and how it delivers services to its members, most of whom are local authorities. Knowledge transfer through workshops, conferences and seminars are central to its work, but some universities are also addressing issues of capacity building in areas such as research skills and research utilisation. The paper is based in part on an informal interview with the coordinator of the Making Research Count centre based at King's College, London. 
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
