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	Abstract: 

Describes organisations in the learning and skills sector, and the characteristics of the sector which are important for the interaction of research, policy and practice. Presents a literature review covering approaches to enhancing research use in the education, health care, social care and criminal justice sectors. Also includes an analysis of five organisations involved in research. Develops a four-stranded strategic approach for maximising research impact in the learning and skills sector, and identifies four useful generic practices: training and development for practitioners in the use of research; building partnerships between researchers and practitioners; developing a range of communication media; and creating an information and inquiry system for research. 
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
