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	Abstract: 

Argues that publication, the research community's traditional method of getting research findings into the public domain, is unlikely to be effective in influencing policy and practice. Dialogue is much more fruitful and, in the dissemination context, this means the use of a wide variety of communication media. Briefings, workshops, consultancy and other face-to-face, two-ways forms of dialogue with research users may be even more powerful. Research communication should be planned as carefully as research design, and needs appropriate resources both of money and skills. 
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
