Bibliographic databases are normally the first port of call for those conducting systematic and other kinds of research reviews, but many of the mainstream sources accessible to reviewers are dominated by peer reviewed journal literature and tend to have a US bias. This paper briefly describes a new database, Social Policy and Practice, developed as the result of an initiative by the ESRC UK Centre for Evidence Based Policy and Practice. This brings together four specialist databases with a high UK content which give access to policy and practice literature including report literature (local and central government, charities, voluntary bodies etc) as well as books and papers from both research and practice journals. 
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
