This book reports the results of four projects in the UK, USA, Germany and Denmark, designed to answer the following questions: What does strategy really mean in politics? Where is strategy developed in the political sphere and who is involved in the process? Which methods are used in the political sphere for developing strategies? In all four cases the researchers were 'given access to prominent political actors'. The UK research was carried out by William Solescury and Annette Boaz from the UK Centre for Evidence Based Policy. A concluding chapter by the editors draws together lessons on how political actors define strategy, how political strategy differs from private sector strategy, and how strategy is determined in government as a whole, political parties, departments and at the individual level. Day-to-day politics is seen as the major stumbling block to the development of strategy, and the UK is seen as having had some success in overcoming the gap between strategy and politics. 
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
