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	Abstract: 

Presents the findings of a two-stage report to develop a classification of social care knowledge, and a framework for assessing the quality of knowledge. Stage one involved the assessment and adaptation of a set of existing classifications for their usefulness in the social care context. Two possibilities emerged: a classification based on the purposes of knowledge; and a classification based on its sources. The latter was chosen as the most appropriate and practical for social care. Stage two of the project developed a general framework of six standards for judging the quality of knowledge in all five categories of the sources-based classification. It also includes some preliminary thoughts on quality standards appropriate to each category. An 8pp summary is also available via the web link below. 
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
