Terms and Conditions of the Awards: 
Students must have been accepted to study at King’s College London for at least one semester as a ‘Study Abroad’ student and no other type of international or exchange students are eligible. The King’s Excellence Awards are open to all Study Abroad students who study predominantly in the Arts, Humanities and Social Sciences. Applications for scholarships must be received by the College deadline for study abroad applications. Students who apply to come to King’s near the deadline are advised to apply for a King’s Excellence Award by the deadline: if they will be offered a place by the College, their application for a King’s Excellence Award will be considered.

Successful applicants will normally receive notification of their award within three weeks of the deadline. If you apply to study at King’s through a Study Abroad provider (e.g. Arcadia, IFSA Butler), then you will be notified by your provider if your application has been successful. Unsuccessful applicants will not be contacted.  

To be eligible, students must choose courses equivalent to at least three quarters of their total credit value in the Schools of Humanities and Social Science and Public Policy. If it is not possible for the College to accommodate the students’ first choice of courses, the initial choice made will still validate the eligibility of students to apply. 

In accepting the award, we expect that successful candidates agree for their names and personal profiles to be published on our website. 

The Award will be paid directly to the student by cheque within six weeks of the beginning of the semester. Students who are at King’s for two semesters/the full year, and who receive a King’s Excellence Award will receive their stipend in two instalments of £1,750 each, within six weeks of the start of each semester.
