In recent years numerous digitisation projects have taken place with both Ireland and the UK investing significant sums in e-resources. However, much of this work takes place within discipline and institutional silos with the result that many of the collections use different metadata standards, employ different technical approaches, and are published through disparate websites, some simple, and some highly complex. The fragmented way in which many of the digital collections have so far been created means that researchers do not have a shared sense of what standards, technologies and services may be of value to them, nor do they necessarily place their data creation efforts in the context of work elsewhere, or make use of tools and infrastructure that already exist. This limits the potential of these resources and is, perhaps, part of the reason why we have yet to witness the transformative power of ICT in the humanities, such as we have seen in bio-informatics for example.

The aim of this proposal is to bring together two new initiatives, the Humanities Serving Irish Society (HSIS) from Ireland, and the Network of Expert Centres (NoC) from the UK, to research where common frameworks, technology practices, standards, methods, and coordinated, cross-nation, cross-disciplinary effort can best support academic practice and foster innovation in the use of ICT, whilst setting these firmly within the epistemic cultures that exist across the arts and humanities.  The network will organise three related meetings to take forward these issues with the purpose of developing further research proposals and publications.
