General aims
To study selected Modernist fictional texts in English by James, Conrad, Ford, Mansfield, Lawrence, Hemingway, Woolf, and Rhys. The texts will be placed in relevant historical, social and cultural contexts. Particular emphasis will be placed on the internationalism of modernism, the links between artistic and literary modernism, and the ways these writers engage with gender and imperialism

Students should acquire a close knowledge of a range of challenging texts by representative Modernist writers. They should understand the technical innovations of these works, and how they are positioned in literary history. They should be able to contextualise them in terms of international developments, developments in other arts, and social changes in the period
