Workshop Description
This workshop will examine the lives of individuals that were (and in some cases still are) leading personalities in the fields of politics and sports in the Portuguese-speaking world. Taking in consideration the historical context of those lives, we will focus on the national framework of each of the analysed individuals, but we will also relate them to the global context evolving the matters at stake. The workshop mainly focuses on a period ranging from the 40’s to the present day, discussing the lives of individuals as diverse as the African leader Amílcar Cabral (!924-1973) and the Portuguese football manager José Mourinho (1963 - ). Over the course of six sessions, we will also consider the individual cases of the Portuguese communist leader Álvaro Cunhal (1913-2005), the Brazilian sports journalist Mário Filho (1908-1966), the Mozambican-born and Portuguese football player Eusébio da Silva Ferreira (1942 - ) and the Portuguese architect Eduardo Souto Moura (1952 - ). In some of these cases we will take in consideration the whole life time of the individual, in other cases we will point to a specific moment. We are aware that the diversity of the cases under consideration makes us running the risk of dispersion, but the challenge also constitutes an opportunity for stressing historical features transversal to politics, economics and culture – and within these varying from popular culture to arts. In order to achieve this goal, two main questions will guide our analysis during the workshop: the ways trough which the lives under examination reflected and transformed the types of power relations of their age; and how those same lives took part in the making of collective identities that were based on class and/or nation. Therefore, even if each of the six sessions can be attended as an autonomous session, they will all keep in mind common objectives.
