Posters and leaflets

Petition

We need to get the petition onto the UNITE and UCU websites, so people can download it easily. JF to follow up getting it onto the UCU website and PH said he had been looking at putting a page on the UNITE website
There was a volunteer to investigate setting up the e-petition – agreed to sort out from next week. This is important with so many students and teaching staff not in College at the moment.
Stall

As planned last week we did stalls on more days. The stall took place Monday, Tuesday & Wednesday at the Strand (agreed that Wednesday should be the day we aim for maximum turnout at the Strand, and as we said last week if people can’t make the stall they should still come along if possible to the meeting at 1.30pm in room S2.29). We also did the first stall at Waterloo this Wednesday from 12-1pm, which was very successful.
