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The Bolashaq Programme in Forensic Science, Law and
Intellectual Property is a 12-month bespoke course hosted
at King's College London. Historically, it stemmed from
the wider ‘Strengthening Forensic Capacity’ project, a
collaboration between the Ministry of Justice of Kazakhstan
and the World Bank, but now, it is exclusively supported by
the Bolashaq International Scholarships. As with the initial
vision of the ‘Strengthening Forensic Capacity’ project, the
Programme’s main aim is to contribute towards the reform
of the Government of Kazakhstan's Justice Sector through
the professional development of their experts on an
international platform. The Programme at King's was thus
developed to be entirely bespoke to meet the continued
needs of the reform, but also to focus on the individual
professional development of each of the scholarship
holders. Therefore, the curriculum is designed using a
learner-centred approach, which combines lecture-room
delivery, individual mentoring, and self-directed activities.
Since the Programme'’s first delivery in 2018- 2019, it has
seen significant growth. The first cohort was comprised
exclusively of forensic scientists employed by the Ministry
of Justice, whereas the second welcomed professionals
from three different streams - Forensic Science, Law, and
Intellectual Property. These scholarship recipients arrived in
London in early 2020 to begin their journey at King's College
London under the supervision of Dr Nunzianda Frascione,
the Programme Director, and Head of the Forensic
Biochemistry Research Group within King's Forensics. The
Programme was further supported by other members of
the research group, namely Dr James Gooch and Mr Alvaro
Varela Morillas. In addition, integral support was provided
by King's Professional and Executive Development (KPED)
team and Mr Yury Bikbaey, the Project Lead from the first
‘Strengthening Forensic Capacity’ project. Though there
was disruption due to the global pandemic, the rapid
adaptability of the programme’s teaching team meant the
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course could be re-structured to full-time online delivery,
resulting in the successful completion of the first semester.
In the second semester, activities returned to face-to-face
delivery and the programme welcomed a new staff member

- Mrs Chandra Finaughty - as a tutor.

The Programme’s curriculum, like the first cohort,
comprised of three main components: 1. taught study;
2. independent research and research projects; and 3.
networking, social events and educational visits. Through
the taught study the participants received lectures from
both internal and external field-specific experts, which were
supported by workshops, tutorials, and practical sessions
designed to improve and foster various academic skills. An
important component of the Programme was to improve
communication skills to facilitate potential dissemination of
their research on an international academic level. Therefore,
the students were continually assigned summative and
formative assessments to track their progress through
the course and identify areas where further guidance was
needed, which were addressed via personalised feedback
from programme tutors.

From the start of the Programme each student was
required to identify a topic within their field of expertise
to research whilst at King's. These projects addressed core
challenges faced in Kazakhstan and agreed jointly with the
Ministry of Justice. At various points across the course, the
students were given opportunities to share their research
goals and plans and later, their findings of their research at
King's. Though their projects were mainly self-driven and
independent, each were guided through the completion
of these by the programme staff who conducted one-to-
one tutor sessions and training in critical research skills.
In addition, and throughout the year, the students were
invited to attend events held at King's College London,
these being both academic and social, and visited national
sites and relevant institutions of interest m
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The Bolashaq International Scholarship

In 1993, soon after the Kazakhstan achieved
independence, the Bolashaq International Scholarship
was established. This came directly from an initiative
by the Head of State to respond to the country”s need
to train highly skilled professionals that could further
reform and develop the national system.

Since the first days of the scholarship, it has continuously
grown, expanding its scope to universities all around
the world. It also opened its doors to new applicants to
pursue further studies or training abroad in their field of
interest, including master’s degrees, PhD's, and non-degree
internship programmes. To date, the Bolashaq International
Scholarship has awarded over 11,000 scholarships to study
at approximately 200 leading universities around the world.

Ministry of Justice of Kazakhstan

The Ministry of Justice of Kazakhstan oversees enforcement
of judicial acts in Kazakhstan; facilitates development of
the intellectual property through trademarks, patents, and
copyrights registration; represents national interests of
Kazakhstan in arbitration and international courts; co-
ordinates the provision of forensic services; and performs
registration of legal entities and licensing of relevant law
and notary public organisations in the country.

The Ministry also provides legal support for the activities
of the state, upholds the rule of law, and coordinates the
law-making and legislation activities of the Government.
Special attention is given to the quality of legislative drafts
by conducting legal reviews and expertise of decrees,
resolutions, and orders - more than 10,000 normative legal
acts are reviewed and registered by the Ministry every year
through legal monitoring.

Forensic Examinations Centre
The Forensic Examinations Centre (FEC) was consolidated
under the Ministry of Justice in 1997 by presidential decree.
This saw its removal from the police, prosecution, and other
law enforcement agencies, to become an independent
provider of forensic services to these agencies. It is the
largest service provider that renders expertise to police,
courts and other state entities and individuals within the
country. FEC is currently comprised of 20 institutes for
forensic examinations, which operate in all major cities and
regional centres. It also employs around 2,800 staff that
comprise of more than 1,000 specialist forensic experts.
There are 57 officially designated disciplines within the
Centre. These teams dedicate their time to the examination
of a wide range of evidence, including but not limited to,

King's College London
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digital, biology, ballistics, drugs, histology, and forensic
psychiatry expertise. There are more than 400 internally
developed forensic techniques and methodologies, with
one of their most recent and ground-breaking being the
development of a technique for the analysis of electronic
signatures created with stylus and electronic screens. The
FEC also operates a Research Institute that functions to
provide scientific and methodological support in forensic
examinations and professional training.

During 2016-20, FEC worked closely alongside the
Ministry of Justice on the ongoing international project
‘Strengthening Forensic Capacity’ to support forensic
reforms in Kazakhstan. FEC continues its collaboration with
the Bolashaq Scholarship programme to further expand
individual training of forensic experts and in 2022, a further
15 forensic experts graduated from the King's Programme.

Institute of Legislation and Legal Information

In accordance with a Decree of the Government of the

Republic of Kazakhstan in March 2019, the Institute of

Legislation was re-organised by joining the Republican

Centre for Legal Information. The purpose of the Institute’s

activities in Kazakhstan is to increase the efficiency of law-

making activities and strengthen the role of legal science to

ensure the socio-economic development of the Repubilic.
The activities of the Institute are diverse and there are

many regulatory aspects. The main activities comprise

of ensuring a unified state accounting of legal acts and,

maintaining the State Register of normative legal acts

and the Reference Control Bank of normative legal acts.

In addition, the Institute holds a combined database of
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analytical and sociological studies of Kazakhstan state
bodies financed from the Republic's budget, including
joint research with international organisations. In 2022,
three scholarship holders from the Institute successfully
graduated from the King's Programme.

National Institute of Intellectual Property

National Institute of Intellectual Property (Qazpatent) was
created in July 2002 in accordance with the Government
resolution of Kazakhstan. Qazpatent is the successor of the
National Patent Office, which was founded in June 1992 by
a Decree of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan.
Qazpatent is located in the city of Astana and has a
representative office in the city of Almaty and is a structural
subdivision of the Ministry of Justice of the Republic of
Kazakhstan.

Qazpatent renders state services in the field of
intellectual property, grants patents to inventions, utility
models, industrial designs, selection achievements;
registers trademarks, service marks, appellations of origin,
integrated circuit topographies, as well as registers objects
of copyright. At the international level the Qazpatent
actively cooperates with the World Intellectual Property
Organization and performs work on international patenting
in accordance with the Madrid System for the International
Registration of Marks and PCT System for International
Patenting of Inventions.

In 2020, first three employees of the Qazpatent became
the recipients of the ‘Bolashak’ scholarship, who in 2022
successfully completed the King's College programme m

Bolashaq Bespoke Programme in Forensic Science, Law and Intellectual Property
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The Department of Analytical, Environmental
& Forensic Sciences and King's Forensics
Based at King's Waterloo Campus, the Department of
Analytical, Environmental and Forensic Sciences, under the
Faculty and School [Faculty of Life Sciences & Medicine,
the School of Cancer & Pharmaceutical Sciences, and the
Institute of Pharmaceutical Science], aims to develop and
improve forensic science methodologies and to explore
and minimise the negative impact of the environment
on human health. This department brings together over
70 analytical, environmental, forensic and toxicology
researchers.
Within the department, the Genetic & Environmental
Toxicology Section explores the impact of exposure
to chemicals on humans and the wider environment,
identifying links between experimental studies and real-
world scenarios. They use diverse systems, including
human tissue organoids and invertebrate models, to define
the mode of action and predict the effects of harmful
substances. On the forensics side, King's Forensics is an
academic grouping within the department that was formally
launched in 2018. It has been consistently at the forefront
of anti-doping, forensic genetics, fingerprint, and trace
analysis, with research objectives that span several forensic
applications in analytical toxicology, genetics, and wildlife.
King's Forensics has a unique structure within the
department with three laboratories that are accredited
to UKAS Quality Standard (ISO/IEC 17025) for anti-doping
(DCCQ), forensic genetics (DNA Analysis @ King's) and
fingermark detection (City of London Police). Together these
provide an accredited laboratory footprint unmatched
anywhere in Europe and beyond, combining world-
leading research alongside essential core techniques
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applicable for use in criminal justice. King's Forensics has
three other laboratories conducting research in crime
scene investigation and trace analysis, detection of illicit
drugs, biomarkers of addiction and forensic and analytical
toxicology. As well as extensive engagement in education
and research, impact has been significant in recent years
in ‘serving the needs and aspirations of society’ and
importantly, supporting the criminal justice system.

In May 2022, King's Forensics hosted a symposium
with the theme ‘collaboration, innovation, and impact'. It
brought together students, educators, researchers, and
service providers in all spheres of forensic. The two-day
programme showcased the cutting-edge work being done
in the disciplines of anti-doping, international forensics,
digital forensicsand cyber-crime, forensic genetics, and
forensic and analytical sciences. In addition, a panel was
held to discuss the theme and included representatives
from the Justice of the Supreme Court a member of the
House of Commons Sciences & Technology Committee,
the Science and Justice lead from the UK Research and
Innovation, and the Forensic Science Regulator. The event
demonstrated King's Forensics continued engagement in
education and research in conjunction with its partners
and was open to all students and staff of King's to attend m

As part of King's Forensics, the Forensic Biochemistry
group, headed by Dr Nunzianda Frascione, investigates
the nature and evidential value of forensic trace evidence
such as biological fluids, touch DNA and fingermarks. Dr
Frascione is a leading expert in trace evidence detection
and identification, focussing on the development of

novel biosensors for forensic analysis. She initiated a

new research line towards the design and fabrication of

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King's activities
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During their time at King’s College London the scholars
participated in multiple academic-led activities. These
were organised and co-ordinated by the staff on the
programme and were designed to not only meet

King's
College London is particularly proud of its national
and international partnerships and through these
connections, bespoke lectures were designed based on
the cohort’s combined expertise and individual learning
goals.

programme.

In the second semester, and once the scholars returned
to face-to-face activities, opportunities were made for the
cohort to visit King's College London'’s renowned facilities.
One of these being The Gordon Museum of Pathology
where the students had a private tour from the curator
who guided them through the museum'’s rare and unique
artefacts. In addition, students were encouraged to identify
experts within their field at King's College London, and
where possible, individual sessions were organised, such
as visits to accredited laboratories and meetings with King's
experts to discuss shared challenges and advancements in
their respective fields.

The scholar's academic development was a priority of
the Programme. From the time of registration, the cohort
was given access to all King's College London'’s libraries
and their extensive literature sources, both physical and
digital. In addition, every two weeks the students had
individual meetings to discuss their progress on the course
with the programme’s tutors. The focus of these was to
guide them in their research projects and prepare them
for their final assessments, which comprised a poster and
oral presentation where they shared their final research
findings.

As a celebration of their achievement and successful
completion of the Programme, a closing ceremony was held

for the students where senior faculty members and external

partners were invited to celebrate with the cohort. As with
the expert lectures, this event provided the scholars with an
additional opportunity to network with UK-based experts
and further foster collaborations before they returned to
Kazakhstan m
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External visits

As a part of their continuous training on the
Programme, scholars had the opportunity to visit
various external partners and places of interest in their
second semester.

One of the most exciting was the visit to Foster + Freeman
Ltd, a forensic provider within the United Kingdom that
holds long-standing relationships with King's Forensics.
Foster + Freeman is one of the most relevant forensic
science equipment suppliers in the world, exporting unique
products from the United Kingdom to more than 155
countries worldwide in the fields of document examination,
fingerprints and trace evidence analysis and forensic light
sources. Foster + Freeman guarantees the consistent
quality and performance of each one of their products by
adhering to strict measurable quality objectives to meet the
requirements of 1ISO:9001 quality management standard.

Other visits included a tour of the UK Parliament where
the students visited both the House of Lords and the House
of Commons and had a chance to learn first-hand the
history and structure of the United Kingdom parliamentary
system. In addition, the scholars went on a Legal London
Tour that took them to The Royal Courts of Justice and the
Old Bailey, which are prominent legal courts in the United
Kingdom with a long history in the Justice sector. The tour
exposed them to the history of the courts and their systems
and at the end, the scholars were given the opportunity to
enter a courtroom in the Old Bailey and view a proceeding

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RESEARCH TOPIC:

Legal Monitoring in Kazakhstan:
Analysis of the Effectiveness of
Legislation

Legal monitoring plays an important
role in the preparation of legal drafts,
identifying defects in norms of law,

and forms a part of national legislation.

The Republic of Kazakhstan initiated
legal monitoring by the adoption of
the decree from the Prime Minister
in 2004. The Ministry of Justice and
its experts were tasked with carrying
out an audit of by-laws that year to
identify contradictions, outdated
laws, and ineffective norms. This
revealed the need for permanent and
systematic auditing. Subsequently, the
development of legislation for legal
monitoring began in 2006. Despite
the length of time lapsed, current
legislation still - contains several
shortcomings.

In Yerlan's research, he identifies
the issues within the current
system of legal monitoring in
Kazakhstan, makes comparisons with
international systems, and based on
this, he developed theoretical and
practical recommendations. Several
recommendations were identified
such as strengthening the exchange
of information, active involvement of
scientific organisations, and exclusion
of unnecessary points in the analytical
reference. Overall, it will have a
positive impact on his work at the
Ministry of Justice m

Geographical Indications for
Product Protection: Legal Issues

Significance and role of designations
of origin of goods by way of
Georgaphical indications (Gl) is
becoming increasingly important in
the development of external economic
relations. In Kazakhstan, the origin of
goods is protected by an Appellation
of origin (AO), and since 2022 by a
Geographical indication as well. The
main advantage of Gl in comparison
to an AO consists in its simplified
procedure of registration.

An important component of Aidyn’s
research was the identification
of legal issues in designating the
Gl in Kazakhstan, which enabled
to give recommendations based
on international standards. Her
conclusion was consisted in the fact
that GI are valuable tools in promoting
goods and services, supporting the
image of a region or a country through
the protection of Intellectual property.
Implementation of a new method for
the distinctiveness of unique goods
through the protection of Gl would
have allowed in addition to compliance
with rights to Intellectual property, to
solve numerous economic and social
problems in Kazakhstan m

Forensic examination of voice and
speech recordings is an important
tool for detecting, investigating and
establishing the circumstances of a
crime. This analysis belongs to the
competence of the expert in the
research of sound recordings. The
need for this kind of expertise is
becoming increasingly important due
to the marked increase in the number
of false phone calls related to terrorist
activities in the country. In these
cases, a criminal case is initiated, and
the identity of the suspect is often
established on the basis of a small
amount of speech material.

Ainagul, in her study, considered
modern technologies and methods
for conducting an identification
study of short sound recordings. She
identified PRAAT, a free programme,
as a potential candidate for inclusion
in the expert's work. The benefits
of PRAAT include free access and
automatic analysis, compatibility
with various computer platforms,
detailed operation manual, additional
applications, and popularity among
researchers. Applying this programme
in Kazakhstan would improve and
complement current techniques in
the forensic examination of speech
recordings m

Digital Transformation of the
Forensic Examinations Centre
(FEC) in Kazakhstan: Challenges
and Perspectives

The Forensic Examinations Centre
(FEC) of the Ministry of Justice in the
Republic of Kazakhstan is undergoing
a process to transfer document
flow to a digital format. To achieve
this, FEC was integrated into the
Documentolog electronic document
management system and the
information system ‘E-Saraptama’ was
built to digitise registration, accounting,
and management processes. Due
to the COVID-19 pandemic the
implementation of digital solutions
was accelerated.

Timur's research outlines critical
factors that influence the success
of the digital transformation. He
also designed a survey and released
this to colleagues at FEC to gain
the employee’s perspective. The
results showed that digitalisation
processes are undergoing
difficulties due of lack on computer
literacy, security, and support. The
recommendations outlined to address
these shortcomings would have a
direct positive impact on the digital
transformation endeavours currently
undertaken at the Ministry of Justice m

Medical errors are a persistent
problem and require continuous
effort from those working within the
field of healthcare. For the detection
and identification of medical errors in
worst-case scenarios, forensic medical
examiners are integral. In Kazakhstan
this expertise is housed within the
Forensic Examinations Centre (FEC) of
the Ministry of Justice.

In Aziz's research, he defines what
medical errors are and how these are
linked to medical negligence. He then
also describes the legal ramifications
of these cases in terms of the cost
to the state, and the impact on the
doctor’s accused. Finally, Aziz presents
recommendations to reduce medical
errors, which involve reviewing
Kazakhstan's statistics, developing
better definitions for the term, and
increasing the funding for healthcare

Suggestions for the
Implementation of Professional
Standards for Forensic Medical
Experts

In recent years the professional
forensic community of the Republic
of Kazakhstan has been tasked
with creating an industry-specific
qualifications system. This is to ensure
the efficiency and quality of services
that the Forensic Examinations Centre
(FEC) render within the country. In
addition to the standards, procedures
for assessing continuous professional
development and competency are also
required.

In her research, Nazgul outlines the
current qualification system related
to forensic medical examiners in
Kazakhstan and compares this to
that of the United Kingdom (UK). She
found that overall professionals in
the field study for 2.5 years longer in
the UK, and that their education also
includes specialised training in the
fields of histopathology and paediatric
pathology. Nazgul thus recommends
that the residency period for forensic
medical experts in Kazakhstan
should be increased to include
further specialisation training to meet
international standards m

Judicial and Legal Policy for the
Protection of Victims in Criminal
Procedures

The victim’'s compensation scheme was
introduced in the criminal procedure
law of Kazakhstan in 1997. Although
further amendments and acts have
been adopted in recent years, these
still do not meet the full needs of
victims in criminal proceedings.

Thus, continuous research is being
conducted by law experts employed at
the Ministry of Justice to address the
shortcomings.

In this respect, Kairat conducted his
research to identify these shortfalls.
The main issues he identified
included the limited definition
of victims that could access the
scheme, and if granted, the often
negligible compensation offered
compared to foreign states, such
as the United Kingdom. Therefore,
Kairat formulated recommendations
based on the comparisons he made
with international standards for
victim compensation schemes. These
comprised hosting conferences and
forums to debate the issue amongst
experts, publishing research to garner
attention, and considering applying
foreign norms to Kazakhstan m

Trademark Examination and
Litigation: Perspectives for
Kazakhstan

Kazakhstan has been a member of
the Eurasian Economic Union (EAEU)
since 2014 and of the World Trade
Organizations (WTO) since 2015.
Broadly trademark examination is
held under the National Institute of
Intellectual Property (NIIP), a sub-
organisation of the Ministry of Justice
of the Republic of Kazakhstan, which
is authorised with implementing the
state policy surrounding Intellectual
Property (IP). With Kazakhstan’s justice
system constantly evolving, all sectors
under this need attention, including IP.
Thus, work on improving the processes
of trademark protection and litigation
is continuous.

Assem in her research details the
processes surrounding trademark
examination in Kazakhstan and
compares this to United Kingdom'’s
(UK) system. Based on the findings
of her review, she recommends
that Kazakhstan implement the
procedural steps of the UK. This is
due to the reduction of administrative
barriers, the introduction of new
types of applications, such as series
trademarks, and the creation of IP
courts in the country to ensure faster
and better resolution of these cases m

Inclusive Education in
Kazakhstan and Foreign States:
A Comparative Legal Analysis

The Republic of Kazakhstan has set
itself an ambitious task to build an
inclusive society where everyone

is provided with equal rights and
opportunities. One of the focuses of
this is the access to fair education for
persons with disabilities. The country
has a number of laws that regulate the
right to education, specifically inclusive
education. However, there is still

no single approach to a meaningful
understanding of inclusive education
in legislation or practice.

In this regard, Mira’s research
focused on addressing the
complexities of inclusive education in
Kazakhstan. Several objectives were
met that included reviewing foreign
and national literature on inclusive
education, analysis of current Kazakh
legislation, and those of experienced
foreign countries. Issues within the
current Kazakh legislation were
raised, one of the most significant
being that there is no single
definition for ‘disabled’, and in some
instances, no definition at all. Mira’s
recommendation to address this is to
develop a single concept of ‘a person
with a disability’, in conjunction with
developing state programmes and
increasing the state budget funding for
the education sector m

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RESEARCH TOPIC:

Forensic Detection of
Manipulated Digital Photos:
A Review

Technological advances over the
past three decades have led to a
proliferation in the manipulation of
digital photos. These can have a strong
influence on the opinion, psyche, and
views of a person; thus, the detection
and identification of manipulated
photos are an important forensic
investigative tool. In Kazakhstan this
type of analysis falls to experts within
the Forensic Examinations Centre (FEC)
of the Ministry of Justice.

In his research, Birzhan reviewed
the best practices and software
for detecting manipulated photos
to improve and advance current
methods in Kazakhstan. Several in-
depth technologies were detailed, and
recommendations were formulated
based on these. Birzhan details
that the programme ‘AMPED-5'
can facilitate and improve current
methodologies employed at FEC. In
addition, he suggests that training
programmes in the use of new
software be developed, and further
research be undertaken into their use
within Kazakhstan m

The Process of Deciding on the
Need for an Autopsy During a

Forensic Medical Examination
of Corpses

The need to improve processes
surrounding the appointment of a
forensic post-mortem examination
in Kazakhstan is of great importance.
The reason for this is due to the high
number of cases requiring post-
mortem examinations, which are
disproportionate to what is legally
required. In Kazakhstan, forensic
medical experts are employed by the
Ministry of Justice within the Forensic
Examinations Centre (FEC), and they
will be tasked with issuing death
certificates under legally defined
situations.

However, as Darkhan details
in his research, there are several
cases where the issuing of a death
certificate was incorrectly assigned to
the forensic medical expert and was
contradictory to the law. In figures,
this translates to law enforcement
referring 100% of their cases for
autopsy, where in fact only 50 per
cent are legally required. This places
a burden on the state, thus Darkhan
compared the current system in
Kazakhstan to that of the United
Kingdom (UK). He found that multiple
procedural steps in the UK could be
implemented to reduce workload at
the FEC, such as medical examiners
attending the scene to provide their
input on the need to conduct an
autopsy or not m

Application of Foreign Law in
Republic of Kazakhstan: The
Experience of other Countries
and Future Recommendations

The application of foreign law in
national courts has the potential to
strengthen democratic processes. Due
to this, the focus has been placed on
studying the implementation of private
international law in certain legal cases
within the Republic of Kazakhstan.
This research is being undertaken by
experts at the Ministry of Justice in the
field of International Civil Law.

In his research, Kuanyshbek
conducts a comparative analysis of
the legislation in the countries of
Georgia, Ukraine, the United Kingdom,
France, and America with respect to
their applications of foreign law. He
proposes several recommendations
to facilitate the use of international
law, one being the development of an
appropriate separate law called ‘On
International Private Law' m

Tools for the Protection of
Industrial Design in the United

The Republic of Kazakhstan has
certain obligations concerning design
protection under their agreements.
The country is a member of the
Eurasia Patent Convention, which
has a partnership with the European
Union, and considers the draft of
the Enhanced Partnership and
Cooperation Agreement with the
United Kingdom in assigning design
rights.

Yerbol's research explores design
rights in Kazakhstan, particularly
the procedural steps involved and
their flexibility in assessing design
applications. A comparison is made
between registering design rights in
the United Kingdom and Kazakhstan to
consider international standards. From
this, possible amendments to design
law in Kazakhstan are proposed. The
most important being to waive the
examination of novelty and originality
of designs in Kazakhstan, as this will
reduce the time taken to consider
these applications and decrease

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RESEARCH TOPIC:

Crime Scene Reconstruction in
Forensic Medicine

Crime scene reconstruction is an
important investigative tool to
determine the most likely series of
events in a crime or refute them. Often
the expertise of a forensic medical
examiner is sought out as they can
provide additional details in cases
where a death has occurred. In the
Republic of Kazakhstan, the demand
for crime scene reconstruction has
increased and experts that undertake
these analyses are employed by the
Forensic Examinations Centre (FEC).
Berik’s research topic focused
on reviewing cases where the
examination of injuries on
deceased individuals assisted in the
reconstruction of events surrounding
the death. By including this
examination, successful prosecution
was achieved in all cases. Berik
also outlines recommendations to
improve crime scene reconstruction in
Kazakhstan by reviewing international
standards. Specifically, these include
the development of methods and
guidelines for forensic experts, the
early appointment of an expert,
and the incorporation of training
regimes and qualification standards
for experts conducting crime scene
reconstructions m

The Use and Testing of
Reconstruction Models in Fire

The investigation of fire and explosion
events pose a challenge due to the
destruction of trace evidence that
occurs in the process of burning and
extinguishing. According to official
data, in 2020 there were 13,933 cases
of fires registered in Kazakhstan. The
number of people killed during these
events also increased by 19 per cent
compared to the previous year.

In Tolkyn's research, she explores
the use of computer modelling in
fire and explosion investigations.
By analysing the use of models
internationally and the methods
thereof, and based on case examples
from Kazakhstan, Tolkyn provides
recommendations to improve the
investigative methods of fire scenes.
Her recommendations include
developing competency frameworks to
train and educate investigators in the
modelling of fire scenes, the creation
of a scientific basis for the application
of models and incorporating modern
computer technologies into the

Integration of New and
Improved Management
Strategies within the
Kazakhstan Forensic System

In 2017 forensic science and forensic
medicine were merged to create

a single overseeing institute - the
Forensic Examinations Centre (FEC)
of the Ministry of Justice. Since

its creation, FEC has experienced
several challenges in incorporating
automation technologies, upgrading
infrastructure, and investing in
modern technologies. All these are
necessary to improve the efficiency
and effectiveness of the service FEC
renders.

Madi's research in this respect
focuses on global management
strategies that could facilitate
reforming the current forensics
system in Kazakhstan. He identifies
several strategies, but the one that
shows promise within forensic
laboratories is Lean Six Sigma (LSS). An
amalgamation of two concepts, LSS
deals with the reduction of waste by
streamlining processes and focuses
on reducing defects by effectively
solving problems. Internationally, this
management approach has been
successfully implemented in three
forensic laboratories with a noticeable
reduction in backlogs, delays, and an
increase in efficiency. Therefore, its
potential incorporation into activities
at FEC could prove an advantage m

The Role of Forensic
Accountants in Court and the
Presentation of Evidence

Forensic accountants examine an
individual's or business's finances by
auditing financial documents in cases
where there is a criminal component.
As a result, they can often be called
upon to act as expert witnesses in
criminal court proceedings. In this, the
expert has primary responsibility to

the court and not the contracting party.

In her research, Dinara explores
the role of an expert witness and
compares the judicial systems
between the United Kingdom (UK) and
Kazakhstan with a special focus on
forensic accounting. In Kazakhstan, in
contrast to the UK, civil procedures
do not have the right to select
experts, and the law does not allow
for the assignment of instructions for
conducting an examination. In her
recommendations, Dinara supports
a change so that forensic accounting
experts in Kazakhstan can accept
instructions from both the court and
the parties involved in the case m

Challenges and Methods of
Touch-DNA Recovery: A Review

Forensic DNA profiling is an important
investigative tool for the identification
of perpetrators. Touch DNA, also
known as trace DNA, has a high
evidentiary value since a sample
can be collected from surfaces
which a perpetrator might have
come in contact with. Although
DNA technologies have advanced
substantially in the past decade, there
are still challenges in the collection and
extraction of touch DNA samples.
Madina'’s research thus focused
on reviewing the different methods
available for maximising the recovery
of touch DNA from various surfaces.
She compares traditional methods
with more novel ones, such as the
Microbial Vacuum wet-vacuum system
(M-Vac). This system was initially
developed for the food industry
but has shown great promise in the
collection of touch DNA. Based on
her findings, Madina outlines several
recommendations, these include
researching newer technologies,
the collaboration between different
forensic disciplines, and the
development of minimum standards
for forensic DNA analysis in the
Forensic Examinations Centre of the
Ministry of Justice of Kazakhstan m

Also, in 2016, a separate Ministry for
Religious Affairs and Civil Society was
created.

In his research, Doszhan examines
existing legislation, enforcement
practices, and government practices
of different countries in combatting
religious extremism. Clear definitions
are given to radicalism, extremism,
and terrorism, each seen as a
progression in the negative impact
on society. Religious radicalism and
extremism, as he describes, is a global
problem. Doszhan thus provides

Legal Protection of the Expert Witness:

A Review

In legal proceedings, there are usually
two types of witnesses - lay witnesses
and expert witnesses. In many cases,
the outcome of a case can lies solely
on the testimony of an expert witness.
For this reason, the legal protection of

expert witnesses is an important topic.

Within the Republic of Kazakhstan, the
law named ‘Criminal Procedure Code
of the Republic of Kazakhstan’, which
states the necessary protection of
experts, does not show effectiveness
in practice.

Akmaral in her research, therefore,
explores different legislation in
relation to the protection and
immunity of expert witnesses. Her
findings show that the lack of legal
regulation in state protection of
experts at the Forensic Examinations
Centre (FEC) of the Ministry of Justice
needs to be addressed. An important
recommendation was that expert
witnesses who deliberately or falsely
give erroneous conclusions should
not be accepted under article 420 of
the Criminal Code of the Republic of
Kazakhstan m

One of the main tasks of the state is
to identify economic crimes as they
infringe on the economy’s stability and
can affect citizens. Money laundering
in particular is a financial crime with
widespread implications. As of 2021,
Kazakhstan ranked 141/245 of the
countries with the highest instances of
money laundering.

Akerke's research focused on
the use of forensic accounting in
detecting financial crimes, specifically
methods of detecting and investigating
money laundering. She compared
three different countries, one being
Kazakhstan. Based on the results
of the comparative analysis, Akerke
formulated recommendations. A
major one being the incorporation
of computer technologies to detect
