How do | apply?

For details on how to submit your summer school
application, please follow the instructions on our ‘How to Apply’ page.

In addition, you must also do the following:

2.) Include “l am applying for a Pre-University Summer Online @ King’s scholarship” at the top of the
Personal Statement section of the application followed by your module preference.

3.) Create a video (no longer than 2 minutes) of yourself answering the following question: “Why
would you make a great ambassador for the King’s Pre-University Summer School?”

You can approach this question in several ways. For example you could talk about your ambitions for
the future, any personal attributes / qualities you think are relevant to the role of a summer
ambassador, your university studies, or reflect on the question from the perspective of your particular
subject area.

4.) Upload the video to Dropbox and add the Dropbox link to the top of your personal statement.
IMPORTANT: Video should be in one of the following formats: .mov or .mp4 or .avi or .wmv.

What are we looking for?

We will assess how well you can present a well-argued answer and that you are able to express your
own original ideas clearly and concisely. The artistic quality of the video is not part of the assessment,
so please feel free to use a mobile phone or a tablet when recording.
